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PROJECTS COMPLETED IN 2011

· Painting of Front and Rear Exterior Doors and exterior trim was completed in August.
· Insulation of all garage attics
· Small dead plants and shrubs replaced, as well as some trees

· Sump pump back up systems recently completed

· Reserve Fund Study for Phases 1 & 2 completed

· Performance Audit for Phase 2 completed

· Rodent control was conducted last fall, resulting in good repair. This is done every 2.years.
· 2012 Budget completed resulting in no increase in condo fees again next year.

HORTICULTURE:  New aquatic plants have been added to the pond; thanks to the Jobe’s (unit 20). These will reduce algae and protect our fish from our resident squatter, The Great Blue Heron.
New gardens have been planted and watered by our volunteers.
Thanks as well to our volunteers who have put up the snow fences to protect our trees and shrubs from the snow. Thank you to the elves who put the Christmas lights around the gazebo.
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CONDO COURTESIES

Thanks you to all who scoop and dispose properly of your dog’s business.

Thank you for remembering that all dogs and cats must be kept on a leash when outside of the owner’s property and are not allowed to roam free..

Thank you to all for being good neighbours and not putting garbage out the night before when it is windy, and for bringing in neighbour’s recycling bins, garbage cans, newspapers and flyers when it is apparent no one is home.
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REMINDERS

FIRE ROUTES: It is not permitted for residents or guests to park along the side of the road designated as a Fire Route. This needs to be free for Emergency Vehicles.

Remember to ask your guests to park in your driveway, or in the designated visitors’ parking when possible rather than alongside the roadway. It may prevent the risk of fender benders from cars backing out of driveways and drivers not expecting cars to be parked on the roadway.

SNOW REMOVAL:
Plowing of snow is to commence within a reasonable time after the accumulation reaches a minimum of two inches, but not before it ceases to fall.
Actual time depends on the time of day that the snow accumulates to over two inches plus a reasonable time thereafter in which the plowing schedule can be completed.

Walkways will be shoveled during a continuous snowfall, once per 24 hr period.
If vehicles are in the driveway, the contractor will not plow your driveway.

Note that in extreme storms that last several hours these schedules will change.

SANDBOXES will be supplied for residents use. Please utilize this sand as an additional safety measure on walkways and driveways. Sand can also be utilized when a vehicle is stuck in snow.  

EXTERIOR WATER TAPS:  It is the resident’s responsibility to ensure that all exterior water taps are shut off from the inside of the unit and drained from the outside for the winter season. This will prevent freezing and pipe breakage eliminating possible water damage inside the unit. If a pipe breaks it is the owner’s responsibility.

DRYER VENTING: As the venting to each unit is a unit owner responsibility, we recommend you double check your lint traps and have the vents cleaned regularly to ensure they are not clogged.
FURNACE FILTERS AND VENTING: Please ensure that your filters are changed regularly and that you keep all outside venting clear of any accumulating snow and ice to ensure proper airflow. Should your furnace vent become blocked, it may cause carbon monoxide fumes to enter the unit. This is the responsibility of the owner. 
ALTERATIONS: All changes to the outside of your unit as well as any structural changes inside need to be put in writing to your Board of Directors for approval before proceeding. 

All changes or alterations must be put in writing and submitted to the Board for review at their next 

Board of Directors’ meeting.
